2.  WHAT:  
2004 U.S. Forces Europe Freestyle and Greco Roman Wrestling Championships.
3.  WHEN:  


6 & 7 December 2003.
4.  WHERE:  


Communities within Army Europe / USAF-E.
5.  ENTRIES:  
a.  Participants may enter individually or as part of a team.  

b.  Communities are authorized one team entry for each, the Male and Female divisions.

c.  There are unlimited entries per team, per weight division.

6.  TEAM


a.  USAREUR Regulation 215-1-8, Section 6.  

b.  All teams must provide an (original, copied or faxed) AE Form 215-1-8A-R (Official Team Roster for Sports Championships) to the IMA-E Sports Programmer or host site representative prior to the scheduled weigh-ins.  Rosters must have the proper approving authorities signature(s) to be valid.  Failure to provide this roster will result in the offending team not being allowed to participate as a team for this Championship.

c.  A copy of the Roster must be submitted to the Army Europe Sports Office prior to weigh-ins.  If a team is able to submit their completed team roster prior to the Championship, send to DSN FAX:  370-3984 or CIV FAX:  06221-57-3984.
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7.  REGISTRATION:    
Individuals and Teams have until 0845 on 6 December to register themselves and or their team.

8.  DIVISIONS:


Men’s & Women’s 
9.  ELIGIBILITY:    

a.  USAREUR Regulation 215-1-8, Section 5.  

b. Personnel who take part in USF-E Championships must live in or be assigned or attached to a unit or organization located in the team BSB or AST. Personnel who are reassigned during the sports season may complete the season with their new BSB or AST team, or continue to play with the team for which they started the season. If reassigned personnel intend to play for their new BSB or AST, they are required to state their intentions in a memorandum and send copies to the sports directors of the BSB’s or AST’s involved and to the IMA-E Sports and Fitness Office, ATTN: SFIM-EU-MWR, Unit 29353, Box 200, APO AE.  If a community does not have a team, the individuals must enter as an individual.

c.  All Participants MUST BE ACTIVE DUTY MILITARY.

10.  START TIME:  

a.  6 December – Freestyle, First Bout will begin at 1000.





b.  7 December – Greco Roman, First Bout will begin at 1000.

11.  WEIGHT CLASSES:
122 lbs., 133lbs., 146lbs., 164lbs., 186lbs., 212lbs., 265lbs.

(Male)
(Freestyle & Greco-Roman)

12.  WEIGHT CLASSES:
101.5lbs., 121lbs., 138.5lbs., 158.5lbs. (Freestyle Only)

              (Females)

NOTE:  There will be no pound allowances for weight classes.  

Example, if the wrestler weighs in at 132lbs, they will be able to

wrestle in the 133lb division.  If they weigh 133.1lbs they will wrestle

in the next higher division.
13.  PHYSICALS:
All physicals (mandatory) will be conducted 0800 – 0900, the morning of the event.

14.  COACHES MEETING:
6 Dec 03, 0915 - 0945 hours. A mandatory coaches’ meeting will be conducted at the Leighton Barracks Fitness Center, Wuerzburg, GE.  At that time all administrative procedures will be discussed.

15.  MANDATORY SAFETY
6 Dec 03, 0915 - 0945 hours.  All wrestlers/coaches must be present.

       BREIFING:
16.  OPENING REMARKS:
6 Dec 03, 0950 hours in the Leighton Barracks Fitness Facility. All wrestlers/coaches are required to participate in the Opening Ceremonies.
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17.  COMPETITION FORMAT:
In accordance with USA Wrestling Federation format will be used.

18.  UNIFORM INFO:
Singlets or t-shirts (non baggy and no tank tops), Shorts with drawstring (no Pockets).  Wrestling shoes / athletic shoes (no metal etc.) at discretion of referee. Wearing of headgear is optional.  Clean-shaven or unshaven for approx 30 days (no hard facial stubble).  Trimmed fingernails.  Contacts only. 

19.  TEAM POINTS:
Team points will be added by giving point values to wrestlers based on their final placing:

a. 1st Place – 10 Pts

b. 2nd Place – 8 Pts

c. 3rd Place – 6 Pts

d. 4th Place – 4 Pts

e. 5th Place – 2 Pts

f. 6th Place / Participation – 1 Pt


20.  AWARDS:
1st, 2nd and 3rd place team awards plus 1st and 2nd place individual awards in each weight class for Freestyle and Greco Roman competition.

21.  AWARD CEREMONY:
7 Dec 03, upon the conclusion of the last matches.
