2.  WHAT:  


2004 Army-Europe Community Level Softball Championships.
3.  WHEN:  


19-22 August, 2004.
4.  WHERE:  


Patton and Thompkins Barracks Softball Complex, Heidelberg, GE.
5.  ENTRIES:  
a.  Top four Men & Women teams from the Northern & Southern Regions are authorized to participate.


b.  Wildcard Game:  22nd ASG’s representative Community Softball teams will play the 4th seed from the Southern Division on 18 Aug, 04, in a 2 of 3 game playoff.  The winner will advance to the appropriate seeded tournament bracketed game. 


Men’s Game Time / Date: 1000 & 1200 & (if) 1500 / 18 Aug, 04

There will be no Women’s Wildcard Game.

6.  ELIGIBILITY:    

a.  USAREUR Regulation 215-1-8, Section 5 and USAREUR

Regulation 215-9.  

b.  Active-duty soldiers, DOD civilian employees, family members of soldiers and civilian employees, U.S. contractors eligible to use U.S. facilities, and members of NATO Forces assigned to USAREUR may take part in Community level league competition.

c.  Personnel who take part in community-level league competition must live in or be assigned or attached to a unit or organization located in the BSB or AST.  Personnel who are reassigned during the sports season may complete the season with their new BSB or AST team, or continue to play with the team for which they started the season.  Reassigned personnel will state their intentions in a memorandum and send copies to the sports directors of the BSB’s or AST’s involved, and to the Commander, USAREUR/7A.

d.  U.S. Air Force, Navy or Marines whose duty station is within the

community they represent and who are not participating in their respective forces organized program, are authorized to participate.

e.  Men’s teams must include at least 75% U.S. active-duty military personnel.  

f.  Women’s teams should include at least 75% U.S. active-duty military personnel.

NOTE:  The 75 percent will not be ignored in order to form a more competitive team.  When the BSB has enough interested U.S. active-duty women available to meet the 75-percent quota, those women will be given priority regardless of  their athletic ability.

7.  TEAM ROSTERS:

a.  USAREUR Regulation 215-1-8, Section 6. 

b.  USAREUR Regulation 215-1-8, Table A-9, USAREUR Community-Level and Unit-Level Softball Championships. 

c.  Roster size:  18 players, 1 Non-competing head coach, and 1 Non-competing assistant coach or manager.

d.  Each community must submit a roster, complete with all

the pertinent information (name, rank and ssn) signed by 

the Community Sports Director and verified by ASG Sports 

Coordinator/Director. 

e.  A copy of the Roster must be submitted to the Army-Europe Sports Office NLT 15 August, 04, (DSN FAX:  370-3984 or CIV FAX:  06221-57-3984).

f.  All teams must provide an (original, copied or faxed) AE Form 215-1-8A-R (Official Team Roster for Sports Championships) at the Mandatory Coach’s Meeting.  Rosters must have the proper approving authorities signature(s) to be valid.  Failure to provide this roster will result in the offending team being forfeited from the Championships.

8.  COACH’S MEETING:
a.  There will be a mandatory Coach’s meeting on 18 August, 2004, @ 1900 at the “Pavilion”, Patrick Henry Village, Heidelberg, GE.  At that time all administrative procedures will be discussed.


b.  There will be a 100% ID Card check from 0800 – 0915 on 19 August, 04 at the Softball Complex.  At this time, the event t-shirts will also be passed out.
9.  OPENING CEREMONIES:
The Opening Ceremonies will take place at 0930 on 19 Aug, 04 at the Heidelberg Softball Complex.  All coach’s, and team members must be present for these ceremonies.
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10.  GAME FORMAT:

a.  Games:  Men’s Class “A” Rules / Women’s Class “D” Rules






1.  Run Rule:  20 after 4, 12 after 5.

b.  Games times:  90 minutes.

c.  A Coin-Toss will determine the Home team throughout the competitions, except for the Championship Game.  The Home Team for the Championship Game and “if” games, will be the team a the top half of the bracket.

d.  The Men’s and Women’s Championship and “IF” Games will be a full 7 Innings with no run rule.

11.  TOURNAMENT

a. A Single Round Robin followed by a Single Elimination 

FORMAT:


Tournament.

b.  In case of ties at the conclusion of the Round Robin Play, the following format will be used as tie-breakers in order until the tie is broken:

1. Head to Head.

2. Defensive Runs Allowed Head to Head (Team allowing the fewest runs).

3. Offensive Runs Scored Head to Head (Team scoring the most runs).

4. Average Point differential for all games played (Team with the highest run differential / margin of victory ).

5. Coin Toss.

12.  PROTESTS:
All protests will be settled in accordance with the governing rules of ASA Softball, unless a player is declared ineligible during or after the championship (USAREUR Regulation 215-1-8, Section 7, Lines b and d).  

13.  AWARDS CEREMONY:
The Awards ceremony will take place upon conclusion of the last game at the Heidelberg Softball Complex.

14.  AWARDS:
Team Trophies for the 1st, 2nd and 3rd place teams.  Individual awards for 1st and 2nd place team members.

15 .  BILLETING:                         Billeting will be available to all teams members.  Teams should call
