2.  WHAT:  


2004 Army-Europe Unit Level Softball Championships.
3.  WHEN:  


5 – 8  August, 2004.
4.  WHERE:  


Patton Barracks softball Complex, Heidelberg, GE
5.  ENTRIES:  


Each ASG is authorized to enter two teams.

6.  ELIGIBILITY:    

a.  USAREUR Regulation 215-1-8, Section 5.  

b.  Active Duty soldiers assigned or attached to their unit by official orders may take part in unit-level championships.  Personnel will not be reassigned to a unit only to take part in unit sports competitions.

NOTE:  Official orders must have an order number and official signature.  DA Form 4187 (Personnel Action) will not be accepted as proof of assignment, reassignment, or attachment.  Official orders for personnel reassigned during the current sport season must be attached to the team roster.

c.  Composite teams made up of two or more units from the same BSB or area support team (AST) are eligible to take part in unit-level championships.  The total number of soldiers in these units will not exceed 150.  Composite teams will be selected before the start of the BSB or AST league competitions.

7.  TEAM ROSTERS:

a.  USAREUR Regulation 215-1-8, Section 6.  

b.  USAREUR Regulation 215-1-8, Table A-9, USAREUR Community-Level and Unit-Level Softball Championships. 

c.  Roster size:  18 players, 1 Non-competing head coach, and 1 Non-competing assistant coach or manager.

d.  A copy of the Roster must be submitted to the Army-Europe Sports Office 3 days prior to their first game (DSN FAX:  370-3984 or CIV FAX:  06221-57-3984).
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e.  All teams must provide an (original, copied or faxed) AE Form 215-1-8A-R (Official Team Roster for Sports Championships) at the Mandatory Coach’s Meeting.  Rosters must have the proper approving authorities signature(s) to be valid.  Failure to provide this roster will result in the offending team being forfeited from the Championships.

8.  COACH’S MEETING:
There will be a mandatory Coach’s meeting on 4 August, 2004, @ 1900 at the “Pavilion”, Patrick Henry Village, Heidelberg, GE.   At that time all administrative procedures will be discussed.
9.  OPENING CEREMONIES:
The Opening Ceremonies will take place at the Patton Barracks Softball Complex, Heidelberg, GE. All coach’s, and team members must be present for these ceremonies.

10.  GAME FORMAT:

a.  Class “D” Rules.

b.  Championship Games will be 75 Minutes.

c.  A Coin-Toss will determine the Home team throughout the competitions, except for the Championship Game.  The Home Team for the Championship Game and “if” games, will be the team at the top half of the bracket.

11.  TOURNAMENT

Tournament play will be a Double Elimination style format.

FORMAT:

12.  PROTESTS:
All protests will be settled in accordance with the governing rules of ASA Softball, unless a player is declared ineligible during or after the championship (USAREUR Regulation 215-1-8, Section 5).  

13.  AWARDS CEREMONY:
The Awards ceremony will take place upon conclusion of the last game at the Heidelberg Softball Complex.

14.  AWARDS:
Team Trophies for the 1st, 2nd and 3rd place teams.  Individual awards for 1st and 2nd place.

15 .  BILLETING:                         Billeting will be available to all teams members.  Teams should call

NLT, , if they need billeting. Players/Coaches should

bring sleeping bags, pillows, etc.  Mr. Eddie Beck @ 373-6460.
16.  TRANSPORTATION:
a.  The sponsoring ASG or BSB is responsible for providing

transportation to and from the competition site for participants.
