1987-2001 (NBA-Washington, Charlotte, Golden State, Toronto, New York)
Highlights:
Won the 1986-87 Frances Pomeroy Naismith Award as the nation’s top college player under six feet tall.  Named the 1989-90 Charlotte Hornets Player of the Year.  Ranks as the Hornets’ all-time franchise leader in assists, steals, and third in points.
Muggsy’s NBA career spanned 14 seasons, 9 of which he played as a Charlotte Hornet.  Muggsy is known as a man who defied odds all of his life.  Growing up in the projects of Baltimore, Maryland he was always told there would be no way he could make it out.  Standing just 5’3” many laughed when they found out it was his dream to go on to the NBA.  
Muggsy’s Dunbar High School team was named the best in the nation, yet people still did not believe that Muggsy could play at the college level.  Bogues went on to star at Wake Forest University ending his career their as the ACC’s all-time leader in assists and steals.  He received the Frances Pomeroy Naismith Award for the top college player under six feet tall and his jersey has been retired at Wake Forest.

In 1987 at the NBA Draft, Muggsy’s NBA dream came true, he was selected by 
Washington in the first round.  One year later he was picked up by the expansion Charlotte Hornets.  Muggsy played 9 seasons with the Hornets becoming a fan favorite and twice being named team MVP.

Muggsy and his wife Kimberly have two daughters, Tyeisha and Brittany, and one son Tyrone Jr.  They reside in Charlotte, North Carolina.  
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
