iii.   Full Canteen (at the start of the event)


iv.   Combat Boots


v.    First Aide Pouch

vi.   Load Bearing Equipment (web gear with Pistol Belt) or the new LBV (Load Bearing Vest)

vii.  Soft Cap


viii. 2 Empty Ammunition Pouches.
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11.  RACE COURSE: 

The race course distance is 5 – 8 kilometers.

12.  SCORING:


a.  Team scoring will be tallied by totaling the number of finish places

for team members, lowest number wins (ex: Team HHC 1st ID finishes 1st, 5th, 12th,14th,50th = 82 pts).





b.  The top 5-team members to cross the finish line will count towards

the teams overall points standings.
