MEMORANDUM FOR US FORCES GOLFERS

SUBJECT:  2003 Army Europe Golf Championship

1.   Purpose of this memorandum is to provide general information, rules of play and application procedures for USEUCOM military and civilian golfers desiring to participate in the 2003 Army Europe Golf Championships.

2.   The 2003 Army Europe Military Golf Championship is being hosted by the 417th BSB / 98th ASG in Kitzingen, Germany, Wed-Fri, 16,17 & 18 July 2003.  

a.  Tournament competition will consist of 54 holes of stroke play, 18 holes per day for the 3-day event.  A practice round will be available to all entrants.  Tee times for the competition will start at 0900 each day.

b.   USGA rules will apply with exception of local rules to be handed out on the first day of practice to all participating golfers.  This event is open to all active duty military personnel, retirees, Department of Defense employees and their family members (18 years of age or older) with a valid verifiable handicap card.  The competition will consist of three divisions.   To qualify for the Men’s Open Division players must have a handicap of 18 or better.  Seniors and Women’s handicap may be higher.

1) Men's Open Division - all ages

2) Men's Senior Division- 40 years and older

3) Women's Open Division- all ages

c.   Qualifications for play in the final round will include only players within 20 strokes of the leading score in each division.  All players may play a practice round and will play a minimum of 36 holes of tournament play.

d.   All competitors will be required to have their own set of clubs and pay an entry fee of $25.00 to the Kitzingen Golf Course at the time of registration.  Participants can register the day of the tournament and/or pre-register by mailing the attached registration form to:
