SUBJECT:  Memorandum of Instruction – Army Europe Outdoor Recreation 1000K Club (bike jersey program)

1.  Reference AR 215-1, Morale, Welfare, and Recreation Nonappropriated Fund Instrumentalities and Morale, Welfare, and Recreation (MWR) Activities, 25 Oct 98.

2.  Purpose:  This letter contains guidance and administrative procedures for the conduct of the subject program.

3.  Objectives:  To promote a meaningful, safe, and enjoyable incentive for all eligible active duty Army, Army civilian, and Army family members, to participate in the active physical fitness sport of bicycling.

4.  Scope:  Successful achievement in this program will allow the participant to earn a commemorative bicycle jersey.  Involvement in this program does not qualify participant for any other level of related sport program or competition.  Participants may use results from this event in a resume for application to the Army World Class Athlete Program or other programs.  

5.  Eligibility.


a.  Active duty:  Eligibility is open to any active duty Army personnel, Army reserve personnel on active duty, members of other US military branches attached to an Army unit and members of NATO Forces assigned to U.S. Army, within the command jurisdiction of U.S. Army Installation Management Agency, Europe Region (IMA-E).  


b.  Retirees:  Army (only) retirees residing within the command jurisdiction of IMA-E are eligible.  


c.  Civilian Employees / Adult Family Members:  Eligibility is open to civilian personnel that are employed full time by an Army support activity within the command jurisdiction of IMA-E, and adult family members of Army military or civilian personnel meeting the above standards that are 18 years of age or older as of 1 Jan in the year that they begin to document their participation.

6.  Program Information and Responsibilities.  



a.  Bicyclists:  Those meeting eligibility requirements in paragraph 5 may qualify for receiving a USAREUR 1,000 kilometer commemorative bicycle jersey as follows: 



(1) Complete 1,000 kilometers riding in Europe on a bicycle and/or other wheeled manpowered conveyance (e.g. skates) within the current calendar year.



(2) Request the USAREUR jersey through your BSB outdoor recreation program manager using provided form (Encl. 1) along with ride documentation.  Provided sample format (Encl. 2) is not required but documentation format should include the date, locations & distances ridden.  While there is no maximum on the distance that bicyclists may ride in a single day, riders should provide copies of documents (Tour registrations, RTF logs, or similar official host nation ride logs) to explain excessive distances.



(3) Options for completing the 1,000 kilometer distance include:

· Self-directed rides or ad Hoc group rides

· Tours organized by Garrison-level IMA-E outdoor recreation programs

· Tours organized by European bicycling clubs

· Participation in competitions (i.e. USFE Mountain Bike Series races).


b.  Garrison (Installation) outdoor recreation program managers will:



(1) Confirm and endorse the distance claimed by the bicyclist.



(2) Forward the request to the IMA-E region outdoor recreation program manager.


c.  The IMA-E, regional outdoor recreation program manager will:



(1) Keep records of bicyclists who have received the USAREUR bicycle jersey



(2) Send the jersey (with corresponding size) to the requesting ODR operation.



(3) Order additional jerseys based on funding resource availability and demand/popularity of this program. 

7.  Fees.  There is no cost to eligible customers for participating in this program.  However, there may be fees associated with organized rides that participants may wish to take part in.

8.  Equipment & Safety:  

  

a.  Bicyclists may use their own equipment, borrowed equipment, or equipment from an IMA-E, MWR Garrison level outdoor recreation checkout center.

b.  We encourage all bicyclists to wear proper helmets and riding gloves when they ride their bicycle.


      c.  Use of “buddy system” while riding is highly recommended.  Adherence to local bicycling laws and etiquette is expected.

9.  Award of a 1000k Club jersey is limited to one per participant.

10.  We reserve the right to cancel this program without warning based on participation levels or funding limitations for buying additional commemorative jerseys.  We cannot guarantee availability of the requested size for earned jerseys.  The next closest available size will be issued when availability of desired size is exhausted.
