OFFICIALS CERTIFICATION STATEMENT OF WORKS

The purpose of each clinic is to develop each individuals talent and skills as an official. To provide you with the correct training along with the rules and regulations of the Army Europe Sports Department and the National Governing Body of each sport by which the Community and Unit Level Competitions / Championships will be played. 

Because of your interest, we realize that you have the pride, attitude and talent it takes to become one of the best officials in Army Europe.  Our goal is to bring out the best in Your talent and to provide a system of improvement. 

 The successful completion of each approved Army Europe Certification Clinic provided for each sport is required in order to officiate within the BSB, ASG and Army Europe Sports Program.  You will be required to be present for all classroom instruction, participate with the classroom discussion, participation in all drills and have been evaluated (in all positions). You must be present for the duration of the Certification Clinic in order to be certified.  We also want to prepare you to go back to your areas and pass on to your fellow Officials the proper mechanics, positioning, procedures, and rule changes learned at the subject clinic in order to prepare your follow up clinics in the same format. We want to maximum uniformity in our officials through out Army Europe.  This can be attained by participants like yourself, attending these clinics and sharing the experience, the knowledge and expertise with other officials in your areas. Following the clinic and your evolution you will receive a certificate provided you complied with the afore mentioned requirements.  You must keep your Certificate to provide proof that you have received this certification training and will be a requirement for your contracting offices. 

These are not observation clinics. You will be expected to participate in all drill, therefore you should report in good physical condition. You will be expected to bring your uniform for what ever sport you wish to officiate. If you do not have it at the time of the clinic, you must have it before you conduct a follow up clinic.  Each Army Europe clinic will attempt to produce Certified clinication to Train the ASG and BSB level Sports Officials

Rule Clarification

1 – Tape – 2 layers only (knob cannot be covered in a manner in which the knob is not able to assist in the handling, control or safety of the bat).

2 – No metal spikes.

3 – No jewelry of any type (only exceptions are medical dog tags worn under the uniform and medical / 1st aide notification tags must be taped or secured to the body in manner in which safety is paramount).

4 – No tobacco at all will be on the playing surface (to include the dugout).

5 – Alcohol – 0% Tolerance (at the determination of the Umpire and or Sports Staff) !

6 – 215-9 on Children in Dugout.

7 – Profanity – 0% Tolerance (at the discretion of the Umpire and or Sports Staff) !

8 – Hats – must be worn properly (i.e. bill forward).

9 – Clothing must be of appropriate attire.

10 – Casts must be fully covered with acceptable padding (at the of the Umpire and or Sports Staff).

11 – Sunglasses / Glasses – Must be worn as designed, on face over eyes.  If not, the player must remove them.
