a.  Each ASG is authorized unlimited number of entries.

6.  ELIGIBILITY:
a.  USAREUR Regulation 215-1-8, Section 5, Para b, Lines 1, 2 & 3 and Para c.   


b.  Each participant must live in or be assigned or attached to a unit or organization located in the team BSB or AST.  


c.  Active-duty soldiers, DOD civilian employees, family members of soldiers and civilian employees, and U.S. contractors eligible to use U.S. facilities may take part in individual sports championships, regardless of where they are assigned.  NATO soldiers assigned to USAREUR BSBs or ASTs may also take part.

d.  There will be a 100% ID Card check prior to beginning the Championships.

Open Women – 29 years and younger
Open Men - 34 years and younger

Senior Women – 30 years and older

Senior Men – 35 years – 39 years

Master Men – 40 years and older


The age cut-off date will be the first day of competition (7 Feb, 04).

a.  Bracketing will be based on individual player qualifications.


b.  The Winner of the previous match will officiate the next scheduled match.


c.  Finals of the winners and losers brackets will be officiated by neutral officials.

f. 6th Place – 1 Pt
