2.  WHAT:  
2004 U.S. Forces Europe Boxing Championships.
3.  WHEN:  


6 – 9 May, 04
4.  WHERE:  


Kleber Gymnasium, Kaiserslautern, Germany.

5.  DIVISIONS:


a.  Men’s & Women’s





b.  Novice (9 bouts or less) and Open (10 bouts or more) Categories.
6.  ENTRIES:  
a.  Participants may enter individually or as part of a team.  

b.  Communities are authorized one team entry for the Male division and one team entry for the Female division.

c.  There are unlimited entries per team, per weight division.

7.  TEAM ROSTERS:

a.  USAREUR Regulation 215-1-8, Section 6.  

b.  All teams must provide an (original, copied or faxed) AE Form 215-1-8A-R (Official Team Roster for Sports Championships) to the IMA-E Sports Programmer or host site representative prior to the scheduled weigh-ins.  Rosters must have the proper approving authorities signature(s) to be valid.  Failure to provide this roster will result in the offending team not being allowed to participate as a team for this Championship.

c.  A copy of the Roster must be submitted to the Army Europe Sports Office prior to weigh-ins.  If a team is able to submit their completed
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team roster prior to the Championship, send to DSN FAX:  370-3984 or CIV FAX:  06221-57-3984.

8.  REGISTRATION:    
Individuals and Teams have until 1000 on 6 May to register themselves and or their team.

9.  ELIGIBILITY:    

a.  USAREUR Regulation 215-1-8, Section 5.  

b. Personnel who take part in USF-E Championships must live in or be assigned or attached to a unit or organization located in the team BSB or AST. Personnel who are reassigned during the sports season may complete the season with their new BSB or AST team, or continue to play with the team for which they started the season. If reassigned personnel intend to play for their new BSB or AST, they are required to state their intentions in a memorandum and send copies to the sports directors of the BSB’s or AST’s involved and to the IMA-E Sports and Fitness Office, ATTN: SFIM-EU-MWR, Unit 29353, Box 200, APO AE.  If a community does not have a team, the individuals must enter as an individual.

c.  Individual Sports Championships.  Active-duty soldiers, DOD civilian employees, family members of soldiers and civilian employees, and U.S. contractors eligible to use U.S. facilities may take part in Individual Sports Championships, regardless of where they are assigned.  NATO soldiers assigned to USAREUR BSB’s or AST’s may also take part.

d.  This Championship is only open to Active Duty Military Members Only.

10.  WEIGH-INS:
a.  All weigh-ins and medical physicals will be conducted at 1000 – 1200 on the 1st day of competition and from 0800 – 1000 for each day there after.  Weigh-ins and medical physicals are mandatory, and IAW with USA Boxing and USAREUR Reg. 215-101; they must be completed on site.  Failure to complete weigh-ins and physicals each day will result in that boxer being disqualified from the remainder of the Championship.

b.  Boxers are required to complete the weigh-ins and physical each day they box
11.  WEIGHT CLASSES:
a.  Male (11 weight classes):  106lbs – Light Flyweight, 112lbs – Flyweight, 119lbs – Bantamweight, 125lbs – Featherweight, 132lbs – Lightweight, 141lbs – Light Welterweight, 152lbs – Welterweight, 165lbs – Light Middleweight, 178lbs – Light Heavyweight, 201lbs – Heavyweight, 201+lbs – Super Heavyweight.  

b.  Female (11 weight classes): 95lbs, 100lbs – Pin Weight, 106lbs – Light Flyweight, 112lbs – Flyweight, 119lbs – Bantamweight, 125lbs – Featherweight, 132lbs – Lightweight, 141lbs – Light Welterweight, 152lbs – Welterweight, 165lbs – Middleweight, 178lbs – Light Heavyweight.
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c.  Weight allowances / variances are as dictated by USA Boxing.

12.  MANDATORY SAFETY       All boxers / coaches must be present for the mandatory safety briefing

BREIFING:
on 6 May, 04 at the Kleber Gym, times for this briefing are 1200 – 1300.

13.  COACHES MEETING:
A mandatory coaches meeting will be conducted at 1300 on 6 May, 04 at the Kleber Gym.


14.  OPENING REMARKS:
6 May, 04, at 1745 in the Kleber Gym. All boxers / coaches are required to participate in the Opening Ceremonies.

15.  START TIME:  
1800 each day of the competition.
16.  COMPETITION FORMAT:
a.  In accordance with USA Boxing Championship Format.


b.  Boxers are permitted to have up to 2 coaches in their corners during their bouts.


c.  All boxers will box with 12oz gloves.  


d.  Novice bouts will consist of 4 – 1 minute rounds with a 1 minute break between rounds.


e.  Open bouts will consist of 3 – 2 minute rounds with a 1 minute break between rounds.

f.  Event will take place over a 4-day period.


g.  Quotas will NOT be set on number of entrants a unit / community may submit, however the final selection of who will be competing lies solely on the discretion of the Tournament Director and the Rules of USA Boxing.



h.  Pairing requirements / factors:

(1) Age (boxers 35 years and older are entered into the Masters Division.

(2) Record (10 bouts or greater, boxer is considered to be Open, 9 bouts and less, boxer is considered to be Novice.  Boxers will be separated accordingly).

(3) Weight (boxers are given weight differentials as allowed by USA Boxing).

(4) Community (if two individuals are paired for the same community, they will be seeded at opposite ends of the bracket).

17.  UNIFORM INFO:
a.  The Army Sports Office and Kaiserslautern Athletics will provide the following equipment:  gloves, groin protectors, hand wraps and head gear.
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b.  Participants are required to furnish their own form fitted rubber mouthpiece, sleeveless shirt, appropriate shorts and boxing / wrestling or tennis shoes.  


c.  The Tournament Director will have final call on all uniform and equipment.

18.  TEAM POINTS:
Team points will be added by giving point values to boxers based on their final placing:

a. Champion – 5 points

b. Runner-Up – 3 points

c. Participation – 1 point

d. Un-Contested – 5 points

19.  AWARDS:
a.    1st, 2nd and 3rd place team awards in each division.

b. 1st and 2nd place individual awards in each weight class / division.

20.  AWARD CEREMONY:
9 May 04, upon the conclusion of the last bout. 

21.  BILLETING:                           Billeting will be available to all teams members.  Teams should call
